Doctoral Dissertation Support Grants/2016-2017
The CED Research Committee is accepting applications for doctoral dissertation support grants to be made to College of Education graduate students. There will likely be several grants of approximately $1,500 to be used to support dissertation research. 

Proposals are due by 5:00 PM, Tuesday, April 12, 2016 and the recipient(s) will be announced in early May.  In order to be considered for this grant, the applicant must be enrolled as a student during the Spring 2016 semester and successfully defend his/her dissertation proposal by August 31, 2016. The application must include:
Narrative
1.  A three-page (1,500 words maximum) single-spaced summary of the proposed research (12 pt. Times New Roman font; 1” margins).  The three page limit includes tables, charts, etc.  References are separate from the 3-page narrative.  If the proposal exceeds the page limit, it will not be reviewed.  Awards will be made based on the quality of the project proposed and the quality of the written proposal.  Members of the CED Research Committee will evaluate the proposals using the following criteria:

a. Specific and clearly stated research question, together with its theoretical and empirical foundation/context:  What do you want to find out and how is this question situated within the larger body of theoretical and empirical literature.
b. Specific and clearly stated methods: What research design and methods (including analyses) will you use to answer your research question(s)?  How are they clearly tied to the theoretical foundation and to the research questions? Be sure to explicate sampling procedures (means of selection of sites, groups, participants, events, or other units of study), methods for collection of data (how, by whom, and for what purposes), and process for data analysis.
c. The significance of the study: Why are the results of this study important?  What implications will there be for your discipline?  How will the findings inform theory, research and/or practice?  Have you answered the "so what?" question? 
Budget
2. A brief explanation of how you intend to use the funds to support your dissertation research (i.e., budget).  Assume the award will be approximately $1,500.  Typical costs include transcription, participant incentives, travel to project sites, and attendance at a workshop for research-related training.  Non-allowable costs include rent, purchase of equipment, payment to the PI, binding, copy editing, mentor-related expenses, and travel to conferences to present research results.
Recommendation/Confirmation
3.  A one page letter from the faculty chair commenting on the quality of the project and the student's ability to carry it out effectively.  This letter must also include verification of attained candidacy or a statement that candidacy will be attained by August 31, 2016.  Be sure to provide your proposal to your chair early enough to allow him/her to review it and write an informed and strong letter of recommendation.
